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For the first time, the EU executive published this year a work
programme listing a non-exhaustive number of initiatives under
consideration for the years to come, covering the entire mandate
of the Barroso || Commission (2010-2014).

The 'Europe 2020' strategy for "smart, sustainable and inclusive
growth," follows the publication of political guidelines presented to
the European Parliament by Commission President José Manuel
Barroso before being appointed for a second term.

The new strategy replaces the Lisbon Agenda, adopted in 2000,
which aimed to turn the EU into "the world's most dynamic
knowledge-based economy by 2010". The new agenda puts
innovation and green growth at the heart of its blueprint for
competitiveness and proposes tighter monitoring of national
reform programmes, one of the greatest weaknesses of the Lisbon
Strategy. The creation of the European Technology Platforms was
one concrete measure resulting from the implementation of the
Lisbon Strategy and will continue to stimulate research and
technology development strategy for the European water sector in
order to meet the objectives of the new 2020 Strategy.

Further cooperation opportunities have been mentioned
particularly on the REFINE (Research for Future
Infrastructure Network in Europe) initiative of the ECTP. A
framework of collaboration between the two platforms will
be set up and validated by boards of both ETPs.
