During the last Board Meeting of the General assembly, José L. García, 
representative of the Spanish Ministry of Science and Innovation, DG 
International Cooperation, presented the Joint Programme Initiative 
proposal “Water Challenges for a Changing World”. This proposal is a 
first step towards progress in the definition and implementation of 
common research agendas at European level. Thirteen countries have 
already committed themselves to the programme. This JPI will 
complement WssTP’s activities, particularly referring to the definition 
of WssTP Strategic Research Agenda and its Implementation Plan. On 
the 4

th
 of May, the JPI steering group gave a green light to the Water 

JPI. The next step is now a wider consultation.

Board, PCC and 
members, presented 
the 2010 version of 
the Strategic 
Research Agenda “A 
common vision for 
water innovation”.  
 In comparison to the first edition published in 2006, this 
version is more attractive and to the point.  
The fundamental issues are still present such as the 
overarching concept of an Integrated Water Resources 
Management, the “WssTP vision” and the permanent link 
with the EU Water Framework Directive. New cross cutting 
issues have been included such as adaptation and 
mitigation to Climate Change. The SRA 2010 will serve for 
the next years as the reference document for the European 
water sector activities. It will now be implemented through 
projects and demonstration cases. 
The official launch of WssTP SRA 2010 will take place 
during WssTP stakeholder event on the 1

st
 of June in 

Brussels, Belgium.
