joint initiatives vis-a-vis third countries." 7

rnational Cooperation & India

¢ At the SFIC meeting of 18 December 2009, India
was endorsed as strategic partner country to start
Implementing a SFIC pilot initiative;

¢ The overall goal of the India Pilot Initiative (IP1) Is

to find joint solutions for tackling major global
societal challenges;

¢ \Water related challenges identified as the initial
overarching, cross-cutting and multidisciplinary
theme to be addressed under the IPI. As such, the IPI
would encompass also a broad range of research
areas, further to water, such as food, agriculture and
biotechnology, environment, health and energy 7

ulls existing Member States (variable geometry)
and EU initiatives, instruments, resources and
expertise together with the ones by the Indian
authorities through joint and coordinated activities;
